Welcome to Villa Mountainman Thank you for choosing our facility. Please enjoy your 

stay in the peaceful mountains. This house manual provides instructions on how to 

use the facilities and helpful information for a comfortable stay. Have a wonderful 

experience and make unforgettable memories! 

Basic Rules 

1. Self-Cleaning: Villa Mountainman operates on a self-cleaning basis. Please 

clean all areas used, both inside and outside the building, and return them to 

their original condition before checking out (photographic evidence required). 

Please take all trash with you. 

2. Keys: The key to the accommodation is in the keybox on the left side of the 

front door. The passcode will be provided separately. Please return the key 

and close the keybox after checking out. 

3. Check-in/out: Check-in is at 14:00 and check-out is at 11:00. Please adhere 

to these times. Early check-in and late check-out are possible upon request. 

4. Noise: Please keep noise levels down. After 20:00, please be especially quiet 

outdoors and on the balcony (campfires are allowed). 

5. No shoes inside: Shoes are not allowed inside the building, including the 

balcony (camping guests may use the balcony/wooden deck). 

6. No smoking indoors: Smoking is prohibited inside the building. Smoking is 

allowed on the balcony and outdoors. 

7. No pets allowed: Pets are not allowed on the premises. 

8. Occupancy: The accommodation is for the number of guests booked and 

registered. Accommodation by guests not included in the booking or by a 

different number of people is prohibited (violation fee: ¥5,000 per person). 

9. No open fires: Open fires are prohibited, except in fire pits and fireboxes. 

10. Gathering of plants: Gathering mountain vegetables, mushrooms, and fruits 

from the property is prohibited (except for bamboo shoots). 



Facility Explanation 

 Building Usage: The use of the building is basically limited to the "toilet," 

"sink," and "bath." Please clean each facility after use and return it to its 

original condition. (For camping guests, the use of linens and towels is not 

permitted.) 

Other Facility Explanations 

(1) Firewood: * Firewood is stacked at the back of the house for softwoods and at the 

front left for hardwoods. * One bundle of softwood is free for one group (up to 4 

people). For more than 4 people, two bundles are free. * For additional usage, please 

put ¥500 per bundle in the piggy bank next to the TV in the living room. * Hardwoods 

are for use in the wood stove only. Please do not use them for other purposes.  

(2) Tent Sauna: You must attach the chimney located at the entrance before using 

the sauna. After use, allow it to cool down completely, then return the chimney to its 

original place (the entrance). Be sure to cover the chimney part." Please use 

"softwood" as fuel.

 (3) Wood Stove: * Use softwoods for kindling. * Once the fire is going well and the 

stove is sufficiently heated, add hardwoods. * Using the wood stove can be quite 

difficult. Please watch the video carefully before use.

Additional Notes  

① 敷地等（Regarding the Property） (a) The property boundaries and designated 

camping areas are indicated on a separate document ("Property Map"). The fence 

surrounding the property is an electric fence for wildlife control, and it is powered by 

solar energy only at night. (b) The mountain to the west is part of the property up to 

the ridge line. 

② Villa Mountainman is located in a mountainous area and is home to many birds and 

insects. While you may encounter beautiful butterflies and dragonflies, there are also 

many unpleasant insects, so please be cautious. Be especially careful of biting insects, 

particularly in the early morning and evening. Since they fly low, long pants and thick 

socks are effective. Please feel free to use insect repellent and other supplies 

provided as needed. (Please return them to their original place after use.) 

③ Upon check-out, please ensure that you clean the areas you used, tidy up the 

bedding and linens, dispose of all trash, turn off all lights, and lock the door.
